EDUCATION PROGRAMMES

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Incorporating pieces from the GCSE & A Level Music syllabus, NSO will run a half
day seminar for invited students to the open rehearsal.

Set works from the GCSE & A Level Music syllabus will be studied including Elgar
— Symphony No 1, Shostakovich — Symphony No 5, Berlioz ‘Harold in Italy’ as well
as other selected pieces in the NSO concert repertoire for added enrichment for
the music students.

Professional American songwriter and performer Gretchen Hewitt takes primary
age students on a musical journey discovering the joys of creating and performing
their own opera. From WRITING their own opera story/plot, COMPOSING music,
DESIGNING their own costumes/sets and PERFORMING their new opera in front
of a live audience, OPERA NOW! inspires a new creative and performing arts
educational process that will be shared for generations to come.
